2. Meningococcal: For pupils entering Grade 6 on 
or after 9-1-08 and born on or after 1/1/97.  

**Please note: This applies to students when they 
turn 11 years of age. 
According to Chapter 14 of the NJ State Sanitary 
Code (N.J.A.C. 8:57-4.1 to 8:57-4.19, "Immunization 
for Pupils in School"), all students must meet the 
immunization requirements as established by law. If 
documentation of these immunizations are not 
presented prior to the first day of school, your child 
will be excluded from school.  This is not our goal 
but these requirements are mandated.
